A EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO MFRS 134 
 

A1 Basis of Preparation 

 

The condensed interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with MFRS 

134: Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”), and 

Paragraph 9.22 of the Main Market Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

B1 Performance Review 

 

 The Company‟s revenue recorded 6.7% and 7.2% growth for the current quarter and six months ended 31 

August 2018 as compared with the previous year corresponding period. Total transaction and financing 

volume in the current quarter and six months ended 31 August 2018 had increased by 26.8% to RM1.304 

billion and by 15.4% to RM2.399 billion respectively as compared with the previous corresponding period 

ended 31 August 2017. 

 

 The gross financing receivables as at 31 August 2018 was RM7.855 billion, representing an increase of 11.5% 

from RM7.047 billion as at 31 August 2017. The net financing receivables after impairment was RM7.254 

billion as at 31 August 2018 as compared to RM6.878 billion as at 31 August 2017.  Non-performing loans 

(NPL) ratio was 2.07% as at 31 August 2018 compared to 2.48% as at 31 August 2017.  

 

 Other income was recorded at RM48.322 million for the current quarter and RM77.575 million for the six 

months ended 31 August 2018 respectively, mainly comprising bad debts recovered, commission income from 

sale of insurance products and loyalty programme processing fees.  

 

 Ratio of total operating expense against revenue was recorded at 63.8% for the current quarter as compared to 

59.3% in the preceding corresponding period. The increase is mainly due to increase in operating expenses. 

 

 The Company recorded a profit before tax of RM107.233 million for the current quarter and RM238.996 

million for the six months ended 31 August 2018, representing a growth of 11.9% and 20.9% respectively as 

compared with previous year corresponding period.  

 

Funding cost for the current quarter was higher as compared to the preceding corresponding quarter mainly 

due to higher borrowings in line with the growth of receivables. The nominal value of borrowings as at 31 

August 2018 was RM5.853 billion as compared to RM5.618 billion as at 31 August 2017.

RM131.763 million in the immediate preceding quarter. The decrease of 18.6% was mainly due to higher 

operating expenses with higher impairment loss on financing receivables of RM95.263 million for the current 

quarter and RM57.096 million for the immediate preceding quarter.

The Malaysian economy posted a GDP growth of 4.5% in the second quarter of 2018 while the annual 

economic growth forecast for 2018 is 5.4% by the World Bank. Domestic demand will be the key driver for 

growth and household spending is likely to be supported by growth in income and employment.  

 

The Company had recorded 7.2% and 22.2% growth in revenue and net profit respectively for the financial 

period ended 31 August 2018. The Company expects to be able to maintain its financial performance for the 

financial year ending 28 February 2019 based on the scheduled implementation of its business plan.

b) The DGIR also raised time barred assessments for the years of assessment 2010 and 2011. The DGIR 

also did not provide any reason for raising the time barred assessments. 

c) The DGIR imposed penalties for alleged submission of incorrect returns. 

 

In consultation with its tax solicitors and corporate tax agents, the Company is of the view that there are 

reasonable grounds to disagree with the said notices of additional assessment raised by the DGIR. 

  

The Company has initiated the necessary legal proceedings to appeal to the Special Commissioners of Income 

Tax pursuant to Section 99(1) of the Income Tax Act 1967. To date, the Notice of Appeal (Form Q) filed by 

the Company is currently under review by the DGIR.
